On Friday 13 of May we hosted parent-teacher conferences to discuss different topics with the 
teachers and the rest of the team.

Parent involvement increases student motivation to learn.  It also has a positive effect on attitude and 
behaviors. Thus, Anjali House focuses on a consistent feedback loop between us and the parents.

This meeting is the opportunity to discuss the student’s performance and study results. Our 
teachers could suggest some practice to be done at home with their children, they remind them of 
the importance to check homework completion. 

For us, the participation of our parents is important for the development of our center. We are open 
to suggestions and feedback and we ask for it. Last time, we received a request about the creation 
of a workshop around nutrition and we will put it in place! 

Our staff, including the social worker, spoke to our families also for issues unrelated to our studies. 
We want them to feel comfortable to openly discuss with any issues . We listen, advise them, and 
can refer them to our partners when needed.  We have developed a strong network around us with 
various NGOs and organizations. 

Every exchange is an opportunity to discover an issue that we couldn’t know without.
